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From I-75 at exit 162A, take M-25 East, over the Veteran's Bridge and follow ROT signs. 


From M-15, travel through the Columbus Avenue intersection, continuing north on Trumbull Avenue to Center Avenue (M25). Turn west (left) and continue to Water Street.  Turn south (left) on Water to Bridge.


Turn west (right) onto bridge.  Follow signs for ROT.


From M-84, travel north / northeast to the Lafeyette Bridge.  Turn north (left) on Wenona Street and follow ROT signs.  


From Midland, take US10 east, over the Veteran's Bridge & follow ROT signs.  


From M-13 (River Road), travel north on Broadway.  Turn west (left) onto Lafayette Street and travel over Lafayette st Bridge.  Turn North (right) at light onto Wenona Street and follow  ROT signs. 














 











What is River of Time?





  Started in 1990, the River of Time Living History Encampment is a free educational event for people of all ages. 


  Our encampment draws re-enactors from around the Midwest, who come to dress and live the roles of folks from a simpler, if sometimes more difficult time.


 The event takes place in the outdoor setting of Veterans Memorial Park on the bank of the Saginaw River it showcases a time-line of eras in the history of North America, Michigan, and Bay County.





How can I see �River of Time?





  The best way to see our event is to come down to Veteran’s Memorial Park.  Check out our main entrance located by the Trombley-Centre House and get a $2 souvenir program book.  The souvenir program book includes maps of the encampment and a schedule of all the activities and their locations.
