For the convenience of all, registration fees are due prior to the event.  Please mail fees to the Bay County Historical Society address above, attention to Diane Wagar, Bookkeeper.  You will receive a paper receipt that must be presented to the registration tent upon your arrival or you will be charged as an unregistered vendor.  

There will be a Sutler’s Row, just east of the fence by the daycare center playground.  Sutler’s Row will start by the large tree and go down on each side of the “Sutler Road”.  Space between the tents MUST be 18 feet to meet local fire codes.  There is a driveway access at Main Street by Empire Properties.  You are welcome to park your vehicle there while unloading your supplies.  After set-up, your vehicle MUST BE MOVED out of the encampment during the event.  VEHICLES NOT MOVED WILL BE TOWED AWAY.  The event runs Friday, September 23rd for school tours, Saturday, September 24th and Sunday, September 25th.  Please call (989) 686-6834 with any questions on set up.
